CHANDLER'S STORY:

Faith, Calling, Education, and Ministry Journey

Church, the Faith, & One Another

Chandler was born into a family that prioritized
church, the faith, and one another. During his
father’s military service, while Chandler was a
young child, his mother made church a priority
and it was these years that cemented the role of
church as central in the life of their family.

Their engagement in the local church is what made
it possible for Chandler to regularly hear the hope
of the gospel.

At the age of six, Chandler

with his parents, senior pastor,

and children’s pastor,

responded to the gospel and

received Christ as his Lord and Savior,
following shortly thereafter

in believer’s baptism.

Every time the doors were open, Chandler was at
church. Through Royal Ambassadors, Wednesday
night youth activities, and Sunday afternoon choir
practice, he built a love and appreciation for the
church and the church’s role in fulfilling the Great
Commission.
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Ministry Calling
In high school, through the intentional discipleship

of his youth pastor, Chandler really began to
mature in his relationship with Christ.

During a mission trip at the age of
fifteen, he experienced a vocational call

to ministry while reading Matthew 9:37
which says, “The harvest is plentiful,

but the laborers are few; therefore, pray
earnestly to the Lord of the harvest to send
out laborers into his harvest.”

Then at the age of eighteen God provided clarity on
this calling—to make disciples as an international
missionary.

After high school, Chandler attended the
University of Kentucky where he, with Kelli,
played an active role in a church plant on campus.
Immediately upon graduating from UK in 2007, he
and Kelli were married.

In January 2008, Chandler began his studies at
The Southern Baptist Theological Seminary
(Master of Divinity) and they also began the
application process with the International Mission
Board.

When their love for each other and the calling on
their lives to international missions merged back in
2005, Chandler and Kelli ordered their life together
to be prepared to go overseas as soon as the Lord
opened the door.

The IMB preparation process took four years from
application to appointment, but in May 2012,

the Snyders were appointed as missionaries to
Madagascar.

On Mission in Africa

From then, over the next ten years, Chandler, Kelli
and their children served in a variety of contexts
and cultures. They began as pioneer church
planters in Madagascar, served as city leaders for
Cape Town, South Africa (it was during this season
that God began stirring the desire for pastoral
ministry in Chandler’s heart), and finished their
service as mission strategists, eventually serving

as missionary trainers for the sub-Saharan Africa
affinity in Nairobi, Kenya.

It was during their final term of service in Kenya
that Chandler began a PhD program at SWBTS
in missions and pastoral ministry, wanting to be
prepared for whatever God called him to in the
future.

In 2022, God called the Snyders back to the
United States where Chandler began serving

at Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary.
Over the last four years, Chandler has served

as an Instructor for Missions and as the Vice
President for Institutional Relations which
includes oversight of multiple divisions including
recruiting, admissions, student services, alumni,
and institutional advancement.

Kelli and Chandler have joyfully served their local
church together, teaching and discipling young
adults. Kelli loves serving on the worship team
and Chandler has enjoyed opportunities to preach
at summer camps, youth weekends, and from the
pulpit on Sunday morning.

THE PASTOR SEARCH COMMITTEE STORY:

How God Led Us Here

The past eight months have been a remarkable testimony to the faithfulness, wisdom, and providence of
God. Throughout every step of this journey, we have witnessed the unmistakable leadership of the Holy
Spirit as we sought the man whom God had already ordained to serve as the next pastor of our church.
What began as an assignment for a committee quickly became a sacred spiritual journey for our entire
church family—one that continually drove us to our knees in humble dependence upon the Lord while
lifting our hearts with renewed faith, peace, and expectation.

From the very beginning, we were united
in the conviction that this process must be
firmly anchored in prayer and grounded in
the truth of God’s Word.

Recognizing that the Thanksgiving and Christmas
seasons would not be the most effective time to
begin an active search, we devoted those early
months to seeking the Lord, establishing a strong
spiritual foundation, and carefully preparing

for the work ahead. Central to that preparation
was a careful study of the biblical qualifications
for pastoral leadership found in 1 Timothy

3:1-7 and Titus 1:5-9. Weekly Thursday evening
prayer gatherings soon became one of the most
meaningful and defining aspects of our journey,
reminding us continually that apart from the
Lord’s guidance, our efforts would be in vain.

During this season, we also invited several

search firms to present proposals regarding how
they might assist us in the process. After much
prayer and thoughtful consideration, we sensed
the Lord leading us to partner with Faith Search
Partners. One especially meaningful aspect of this
partnership was the involvement of David Walters
and Dr. Andy Westmoreland. David pastors a
large congregation in the Atlanta metro area, and
Dr. Westmoreland, former president of Samford
University, resides in Hoover. His longstanding
relationships within Southern Baptist life, along
with his familiarity with Hunter Street Baptist
Church, gave us great confidence that the Lord had
provided trusted counselors to walk alongside us
during this important season.

In early January, the Senior Pastor Search
Committee gathered for a two-day retreat devoted
to prayer, spiritual discernment, refining our
search criteria, and establishing the process that
would guide our work. The Lord used that retreat
in a profound way to unify our hearts, clarify our
direction, and establish the spiritual posture with
which we would move forward.

With the assistance of Faith Search Partners, a
nationwide search strategy was implemented.

By early January, more than 1,000 individuals
had expressed interest in our church. Through

a deliberate process of prayer, evaluation,
discernment, and careful review, that number was
eventually narrowed to twelve and then to six.

By early April, three men remained for extensive
interviews and deeper consideration.

Throughout the entire process,

our desire was never simply to find

a qualified candidate, but to discern
the clear leadership of the Holy Spirit.

One especially powerful moment of affirmation
came when all eleven members of the Senior

Pastor Search Committee, working independently
of one another, arrived at the exact same order

of consideration for the final three candidates,

with Chandler as our top candidate. For us, this
remarkable unity was more than coincidence—it
was a deeply meaningful confirmation of the Lord’s
hand upon the process and His Spirit bringing
unity among His people.

GOD CLOSED DOORS

Since January, we had been praying specifically
that the Lord would leave us with one clear man to
consider as our next senior pastor. In His perfect
timing and according to His gracious providence,
God answered that prayer in a way that brought
clarity, peace, and unity to the entire committee.

Plans were made to visit each of the three
candidates, starting with Chandler. Shortly before
our visit to meet Chandler, one candidate removed
his name from consideration. Following the
Committee’s visit to Fort Worth, Texas, the other
candidate sensed the Spirit’s guidance to remain
rooted at his church.

For our committee, this was
an extraordinary and unmistakable
answer to prayer.

As a result, we moved forward together with
complete confidence and deep conviction that God
had clearly revealed the man He has prepared to
shepherd and lead our church in the days ahead.

Hunter Street Baptist Church’s Search
Committee has approached the search for
its next Senior Pastor with exceptional and
exemplary spiritual maturity.

The church and the committee’s commitment
to prayer and fasting has marked the search
with unity and anchored it in a sincere
dependence on the Holy Spirit’s guidance.

Pray for the Snyders

PRAYER FOR WISDOM AND DISCERNMENT FOR CHANDLER
Ask God to grant Chandler wisdom in leading, preaching, counseling, and shepherding the
church faithfully. (James 1:5)

. PRAYER FOR SPIRITUAL STRENGTH AND PERSONAL HOLINESS

Hunter Street Bylaws
ARTICLE VI, SECTION 3 ¢ SENIOR PASTOR SEARCH COMMITTEE

When a vacancy in the Senior Pastor position exists, a Senior Pastor Search Committee shall be
established by the Personnel Committee with Church membership approval* The Search Committee will
be responsible for screening all resumes, interviewing applicants, and confirming the qualifications and
experience of top candidates. Their recommendation will constitute a nomination.

The Senior Pastor Search Committee will be comprised of the Executive Pastor, Chairperson of the
Personnel Committee, Chairman of the Deacon Ministry, Chairperson of the Ministry Development
Committee, Chairperson of the Finance Committee, and four (4) members of the Church. Two (2)
alternates will be chosen if for any reason a vacancy occurs.

Once the Senior Pastor Search Committee has selected a candidate, that candidate shall preach in

view of a call at all scheduled Sunday morning services** The search committee will then bring their
recommendation to the Church members at the end of each service. The affirmative vote of three-fourths
(3/4) of those present is necessary for an affirmed choice of the Senior Pastor. The Senior Pastor, thus
elected, shall serve until the relationship is terminated by his or the Church’s request pursuant to the
following section.
